As a painter and mural artist from the Philadelphia area, 
Mary studied drawing, painting, sculpture and illustration 
at Moore College of Art where she earned her BFA and at 
the Pennsylvania Academy of the Fine Arts.  Mary has 

worked on more than twenty murals in and around Phila-

delphia and the suburbs and has lots of experience work-

ing with kids painting murals.
